Men hold the distinction of drowning in boat related incidents at a greater rate than 
women. Why? Well one reason could be that men tend to be alone in boats more often. 
Many drown by falling overboard. When a man is in a boat he usually stands up for one 
of two reasons. The first is to cast or retrieve a line during fishing. The other has to do 
with what is called " the call of nature". It has been reported in various boating publica-
tions that a good 50% of men who drown are pulled out of the water with their fly un-
zipped. I know, it sounds funny, but it is deadly serious. Another consideration is that in 
cooler weather, men tend to wear heavy clothing while fishing. When submerged in 
heavy clothing, and you panic, your clothes will quickly soak up water making it almost 
impossible to stay afloat. Those who are not good swimmers will immediately get into 
trouble by trying to call for help while under water. The following tips will help in the 
successful completion of a fishing trip regardless if any fish are caught.  
 

Never go fishing alone.  

Tell someone where you plan to fish and when you plan to return.  

Wear a Coast Guard approved PFD floating devise for fishing while in the boat.  

Know where you are at all times on the boat. Don't get so caught up in the fishing 
experience that you loose your place.  

If you find yourself in the water, stay calm. When submerged, heavy clothing or 
waders can provide flotation. Bending the knees will trap air in waders, providing 
flotation. Air pockets in clothing can also 
help you stay afloat. Do not thrash about or 
try to remove clothing or footwear. Keep 
your knees bent, float on your back and 
paddle slowly to safety.  

Do not drink alcohol while in the boat.  

Carry an empty jug onboard to be used 
ñwhen nature calls". Besides being much 
safer,  it also more considerate and polite.

Time to ask Santa for all that neat 
safety stuff youôve been putting off all year.  Things like inflatable life jackets 
(automatic preferred) along with a re-arm kit, whistles, strobes, first aid kits, 
fire extinguishers.  All the fun stuff.  Of course a new GPS or Radar may 
keep you out of trouble as well.

 On the home front, I will give my usual 
ñHolidayò warning about candles. Every year 
restoration businesses like the one I work for 
respond to hundreds of home fires started by 
candles. Personally, I have a hard time lighting 
candles in my home even though I like the soft 
light and smell of a scented candle.  Many is-
sues revolve around candle use.  One fire I 
handled happened on New Yearôs Eve.  A cou-
ple had some candles burning next to the fire 
place which was in line with the front door.  
When some guests open the door, the breeze 
coming through the door blew the curtains 
across the candles, catching on fire and catch-
ing the wall on fire.  Fortunately, the fire depart-
ment responded quickly enough to prevent ex-
tensive damage. So what about putting a can-
dle in the center of the room on a table that 
wonôt burn?  Should be safe right? Not neces-
sarily.  In another case, I was called to a fire 
that occurred in a home that had just been ex-

tensively remodeled.  The homeowners had 
placed a candle in the middle of a table which 
was in the middle of the living room. They left 
the house for a short time and forgot to extin-
guish the candle. The candle was placed in the 
middle of a glass table.  When the candle 
burned down to the metal base, the metal 
heated up and caused the glass table to split in 
half dumping the burning wick and wax onto the 
brand new carpet burning a foot wide hole in 
the floor causing smoke to fill the home and 
about $25,000 worth of damage. The bottom 
line is, be very careful should you choose to 
burn a candle in your home.  Make sure the 
candle is on a non flammable base away from 
drapes and anything else that can burn. 
Have a safe and happy holiday.  Keep your 

eyes peeled for Santa.  Remember, he knows
