Clubhouse for thirty days or more prior to 
the date of the Annual Meeting. This indi-
vidual may be elected a Life Member by 
ninety percent affirmative vote of the mem-
bers present and voting at the Annual Meet-
ing. The total number of Life Members shall 
not exceed five. A Life Member shall not be 
required to pay dues and shall retain all 
rights and privileges of the Club, including 
the right to vote. The surviving spouse of a 
Life Member becomes a Resident Individual 
Member without the requirement of paying 
dues. 

I would like to recognize and thank 
Shipmate and Assistant Port Captain John 
Hardin for offering to design and construct 
an appropriate Life Member plaque for the 
Clubhouse.  This wood and brass plaque 
will describe the meaning of a Life Member 
and list former and current life members.  
What a great idea from PC Tony Phelps 
and Assistant Port Captain John Hardin.

MESSAGE FROM THE VICE COMMODORE:   

Two policies have recently been approved by the Board of Directors:   

§ It is vitally important that our meal events are well planned to insure that we have enough food to serve shipmates.    The Evite 

system has greatly improved our ability to project attendance and food cost.   This is particularly important for events with the  

more costly upscale, elaborate, multi-course menus that warrant as much advance notice as possible and are subject to the sup-

ply on hand.   Therefore, at the General Meeting in December, it was announced that the Board had approved a new policy that 

states the following:   All events designated as  Big Events (now referred to as a "Three Star Event")  by the Vice Com-

modore  will have a $5.00 charge added to the advertised event charge, if the Shipmate  comes to an event  and has 

not made a reservation through Evite or other means prior to the posted reservation  deadline for the event.   This 

allowance for walk - in reservations is also  subject to available food supply on hand.   If the Vice Commodore desig-

nates an event as a "Three Star Event", that information will be included in the Evite for that event.   As stated at the December 

General Meeting, this new policy was implemented effective January 1, 2012.  

§ Many times, the bar revenue will improve the bottom line of an entire event when the galley/food revenue is at a break even o r 

deficit position.  The Board of Directors does allow wine to be brought to the Club, subject to the  payment of a corkage 

fee.  However, there has been a concern recently that shipmates are bringing an increased amount of wine to the Club for cork-

age.   This has had a significant negative impact on our bar revenue, with a 50% loss in the amount of funds raised when a bot-

tle is sold by the glass in the bar.   Therefore, at the recommendation of the House Committee, the Board approved the following 

policy at the January Board Meeting:   The corkage fee for a bottle of wine brought to  the  Club will be changed from 

the current fee of $5.00 to $8.00 for a 750 ml bottle.   This new policy will be implemented on February 1, 2012. 

 Thank you for your patience and understanding as we continue to monitor our financial stability.

GOVERNOR PROPOSES ELIMINATION OF DEPARTMENT OF BOATING AND WATERWAYS 

BOATERS URGED TO SIGN AND SUBMIT LETTERS OF OPPOSITION 

 

January 11, 2012 

 

Recreational Boaters of California [RBOC] is urging boaters to speak up in opposition to Governor Brown's proposal 

to eliminate the Department of Boating and Waterways [Cal Boating] and re-constitute the department as a division 

within the Department of Parks and Recreation. 

 

RBOC will continue to stress that Cal Boating provides accountability, transparency and leadership regarding the col-

lection and use of boater-derived taxes and fees, and the best use of these funds for programs that benefit boating. 

 

The tenacity of the boating community has intensified each time the proposal to eliminate the independent Cal Boat-

ing has been considered. Visits, calls, and emails from the entire boating community will be needed again to produce 

an acknowledgement of the value and importance of Cal Boating in the State Capitol. 

 

RBOC will work to achieve an understanding by state policy makers that that this department creates jobs and re-

ceives no state General Fund dollars, and that its elimination would not help with the current budget crisis.
